Shall have specially designed motor mounted inside the roller, to be three wire with
ground, quick reversal type, oiled for life, with an automatic thermal overload cutout, integral gears, capacitor and an electric brake to
prevent coasting. To have preset but adjustable limit switches to automatically stop the picture surface in the “up” and “down”
positions. The roller to be of rigid metal. Roller mounting brackets to be adjustable to allow centering or offsetting of the screen within
the case.
