
ASSEMBLY STEPS :
1. Place the TV Console upside down on a clean and soft surface such as a blanket or it's own packing

materials.
2. Attach the Center Support Leg (A) underneath the middle.  Carefully set the TV console upright.
3.  Install the Door Frames (D) to the TV console as shown in Detail 1 and Detail 2.  Slide the guide

pins at the top edge of the door down, into the top guide.  Place the rollers at the bottom edge of
the door into second groove from the front in the bottom panel and tilt the top of the door vertical
and raise the top guide pin into the top groove.  Slide the door left-to-right to check operation.
Repeat for the front door.

4.  Insert the Shelf pins (B) into the holes of the end panels and the center panel.  Then place the
Wood Shelves (C) on them.

Door Frame



1.  Temporarily locate the furniture to near it's final location in the room next to a wall.  Locate a
wall stud behind your furniture and also mark the stud's location on the back of your furniture.

2.  Firmly attach one bracket to the stud approximately 2" below the top of the furniture with the
 Wood Screws provided.  It may be necessary to drill 3/32 dia. pilot holes for the

screws.

3.  Firmly attach the other bracket onto a solid, structural part on the back of the furniture using
the  Wood Screws.  It may also be necessary to pilot bore for these screws.

4. Move the furniture into its final position, taking care to line up the wall bracket with the
furniture bracket.  Thread a strap through the bracket as shown in the illustration.  Tighten strap
until snug but do not over tighten.

Warning:  This tip-over restraint is not to be a substitute for proper adult supervision.  Do not
allow children to climb on furniture.  Items left on top of the TV and furniture, such as toys,
remote controls and treats might tempt young children to climb.  Push  the TV as far back as
possible from the front of its stand.  Place electrical cords out of a child's reach, and teach
children not to play with the cords.
