9. Starting at rear corner, position a Solid Wall Panel on top of Plywood Floor. Make sure panel is

facing up. IMPORTANT: Make sure all walls are aligned in their upright position. If not, water may
leak into your shed. Unsure if panel is facing up or down? Check the siding on Window Wall Panel to
match alignment.

Optional - Caulking seams will help
prevent moisture from entering at
seam. Caulking not included in kit.

10. Position first Rear Wall Panel on Plywood Floor so once again 2x3 Wall Plate is sitting flush with

rear wall framing. Siding will overhang floor. When both wall panels are positioned correctly, attach
together at top, middle and bottom of vertical studs with 3 - 2 1/2” screws. Position and attach
second and third rear wall panels as shown above. Attach wall studs together with 3 - 2 1/2” screws.

When correctly aligned, looking
from the top view, 2x3 wall framing of corner wall panels will be positioned as illustrated above.

12. Locate Window Inserts and Window Trim Packages. Before installing, run a bead of caulking
around window opening perimeter. Position window in cavity and secure with 8 - 1 1/4” screws.
Position Window Trim around window doing a dry run first and attach with 4 - 1 1/2” finishing nails per
piece. Trim Sizes: 1x 24 1/16” =top / 3 x 23" = Sides & Bottom.

Position door facing down and attach Hinges to door framing
with 3/4” screws. Complete both Hinges.

20. Place Door between Door Jamb and Header, leaving an equal space from side to side. Leave

a 1/4” gap between floor and bottom of Door. Use supplied Shim Shingles to help in positioning Door.
With Door correctly positioned, attach Hinges to Door Jamb with 3/4” Silver Screws. Before
completely securing all screws, check door alignment by opening and closing door. Adjust hinges as
necessary.

Complete attachment in Step 41
with an additional 6 - 2” screws. Screw from the bottom of gable framing down into Top Plate and Wall.
Hint: Use a straight edge to check the angle of the gable framing and top plate. Both angles should
line up.

Position and attach Porch Side Skirting
with 3 - 1 1/2” nails. Position and attach Side Skirting even with wall siding. Attach with 3 - 1 1/2”
nails per piece.
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57. Attach Rear Skirting as per Step 56. Gaps will occur in rear corners that will be covered in
next step.

Make sure gable trims cover
flashing completely. Cover Gable Trim seams with Detail Plates. Attach with 4 - 1 1/2” finishing nails
per piece.

Vertical Door Trim

60. Position both Vertical Door Trims (3 1/2” wide) to cover doorway gap. Align trims so there is
approximately a 1/2” overhang past door to act as a Door Stop. Attach with 4 - 1 1/4” screws per piece.

61. Starting with the long roof side first, attach Side Facia (angle cut on ends) to end of roof panel

plywood. End of facia should be aligned flush with end of rafter. See Step 62 for detail. Attach to
plywood end with 6 - 1 1/2” finishing nails per piece. Complete both sides.

Pentagon
Facia Plate

62. Attach Side Facia for short roof side next as per Step 61. Gap where facia boards come

together at peak will be covered by Pentagon Facia Plate with 4 - 1 1/2” nails. Position and attach
both Pentagon Facia Plates at peak where Side Facia’'s meet. Attach with 4 - 1 1/2” finishing nails
per piece.

screws per piece. Prior to attaching, match Facia for color and wood grain for best fit. Important: Dirill
1/8” pilot holes in Facia ends to prevent wood from splitting. Complete both Front and Rear Facia
pieces.

2 -1 1/4” Shingle Nails 9” from end. Place 2nd Ridge Cap 1” back from 1st cap. Attach with 2 - 1 1/4”
Shingle Nails 9” from end.
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66. Place 3rd Ridge Cap 8" back from 2nd (enough to cover

shingle nails). Attach 3rd Ridge Cap down as per Step 65.
Continue to position and attach Ridge Caps until half the roof is
complete. From opposite side, position and attach Ridge Caps |
as described above. Score/cut 1 Ridge Cap to 12” or to fit in the
center of roof. Attach center cap with 4 - 1 1/4” Shingle Nails.

67. Attach Door Handle using
3/4” Black Screws.

68. Place Rail Support Block

(4-11/2"x31/2" x 3 1/2”) centered below
each Handrail section. Screw down from
the bottom rail into the Block with 2 - 2"
screws per piece.
