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INITIAL CLEANING •
This procedure must be performed, prior to use, to ensure proper erasure of the panel.

Clean panel with a clean cloth moistened by a non ammoniated liquid cleanser.
Rinse with clear water, then wipe dry with a clean soft towel.
Note: Best results may be obtained by washing the panels with a sponge and squeegee,
similar to washing a window.

The panels should be cleaned 2 to 3 times weekly, as described above.

Interim cleaning may be done by sprinkling a dry powdered cleanser, such as Bar Keeper’s
      Friend,  on the eraser and applying to the panel in a circular motion.

Rinse with clear water. Erasure problems may occur if clear water rinse is not done.
Note: More frequent cleaning may be required if the writing is left on the panel for 2 to 3 days.

To remove crayon, Scotch tape, etc., dampen a clean, dry cloth with water.  Sprinkle a small
      amount of powdered cleanser, such as Bar Keeper's Friend, onto the cloth.  Use less cleanser
      for chalkboard surfaces.  We recommend using Bar Keeper's Friend.  Begin cleaning a small,

manageable area using a back and forth horizontal motion.  Use normal pressure as if you
      were cleaning a window.
