NAMEEK’S Installation Instructions for Wash Basins
The followinginstructions are guidelines only.
Suspended or Wall-Mounted Wash Basins

The mounting hardware included with the sinkistwo 8 mm bolts with corresponding nuts, washers and
plasticsleeves. Tomountthe sink onto the wall, you must locate studsin the wall and drill holesinto
the wall forthe correspondingbolts. If the studsin the wall do notline up with the pre-drilled holesin
the sink, you may secure a piece of wood with angled screws to the studs so that the holes will line up
properly and ensure the stability of the mounting. The bolts willthread through the holes alreadydrilled
inthe sinkandintothe wall. The bolt side will thread through the sink and secured with washers and
nuts. The screw side of the bolt will gointo the plasticsleevesandintothe wall.

Supported or Vessel Wash Basins

Afterthe plumbingand pipes are setinto place with the vanity, connect the sink to the corresponding
pipes through the vanity. Toset the sinkin place, line the bottom rim with silicon. Press the sink firmly
intothe vanity to ensure the permanent placement of the basin and remove any excesssilicon with a
rag. Connectthe corresponding piping forthe sink.

Semi- Recessed Wash Basins

Installation of asemi-recessed sinkis very similarto the installation of avessel or supported sink. Upon
receiving the sink, you must cutthe proper measurements out of where you will be mounting the sink
(i.e.vanity ortable top). Once the topis cut to fitthe sinkand the pipingisin place, you can mountthe
sink ontothe table top. Line the bottom of the sink with silicon. Pressthe sink firmly into the vanity and
remove any excess silicon with arag. Connectthe corresponding piping forthe sink.

Buildin or Drop in Wash Basins

Installation of abuiltin or dropin sinkis very similarto the installation of avessel orsupported sink.
When the Vanity and countertopis ready for the sink to be mounted, testfitthe sinkintothe hole
created in the countertop. Draw an outline around the rim of the sink. Remove the sink and
apply a steady, continuous bead of silicon around the opening between the line and the edge of
the opening. Press the sink firmly into the silicon and remove any excess silicon with a rag.
Connectthe corresponding piping for the sink.

Under mount or Recessed Wash Basins

The mounting hardware included with the sinkis4double angle brackets, 4screws and washers,and 4
nutsand 10 mm bolts. Once you have the vanity and countertop ready forthe sink, positionthe under
mount kitchen sink and countertop and mark the position of holesto be drilled from below. The angle
bracketwill situnderneaththe lip of the sink. The longerside of the bracket will be aligned with the
underneath of the countertop and the screws and washers will be drilled in atan angle. The shorterside



of the bracket will fitthe nut and boltand the sink lip will siton top of that. There isone bracket setfor
each side of the sink.
